Program:

Registered Disability Savings Plans

A federal plan that allows people with a disability to set aside
money for their future and to potentially receive federal
contributions to the plan. Banks began offering RDSPs as of
December 2008.

Eligibility Criteria:

Benefits:

Must be eligible for a Disability Tax Credit and have filed income
tax in the past year

Must be 49 years of age or younger to be eligible for federal funds
Must begin withdrawing from the fund by the age of 60

Maximum lifetime contribution by the beneficiary, their family and/or
others is $200,000

The government can put money into the plan for up to 20 years, as
long as the beneficiary is under 49 years of age.
There are 2 ways the government puts money into the plan:

Disability Saving Bond — If the family income is under $20,833.00
the federal government will put in $1,000.00 per year even if no
other money is put into the plan. The bond is pro-rated for incomes
between $20,883 and $37,178 and no longer available if income is
above $37,178. Family income, for beneficiaries under 18 years
old, is the income of the parents or guardians but once the person
turns 18 then family income only applies to the beneficiary and/or
their spouse.

Disability Savings Grant — When the family income is under
$74.357.00 — three dollars for each dollar contributed in the first
$500 and two dollars for each dollar contributed on the next $1,000
contributed. If the family income is over $74,357.00 — one dollar for
each dollar contributed on the first $1,000.

No withdrawals can be made from the plan for at least 10 years after
the last deposit of government funding or the government will ask for
their money back.

If the beneficiary no longer gets a Disability Tax Credit the government
will ask for their money back and the plan will have to be stopped.

The interest can grow in the plan without being taxed. Once the
beneficiary starts getting money out of the plan, only the government’s
part of the money and the interest are taxable.



The Allowance

Program:  Money for low-income seniors age 60 to 64 whose spouse or common-law
partner gets both Old Age Security (OAS) and the Guaranteed Income
Supplement (GIS).

Eligibility Criteria:

To get the Allowance, a person must:
* be 60 - 64 years old
* have a spouse or common-law partner (opposite or same sex) who is 65
and gets, or is able to get, the OAS pension and GIS
* have total household income below $28,176
* be a Canadian citizen or legal resident when the Allowance is approved
* have lived in Canada for at least 10 years since turning 18

A person who has lived in another country may get the Allowance from Canada,
that country or both.

Trust Funds

Employment and Income Assistance Exemptions For Persons with

Disabilities. Allows certain types of payments up to $100,000 to be
retained by income assistance recipients with disabilities. (Currently
reviewing to bring up to a $200,000 limit.)

Henson or discretionary trusts. Allows for money from an estate to
be left, in trust, for a disabled individual without impacting on their
ability to access E.l.A. The estate money is transferred to trustees,
who have sole discretion to distribute the income and capital as
they see fit.

A will is considered valid if:

It is written
It is withessed by two people who will not benefit
Signed by the person or someone appointed by the person and in
their presence

Wills can be challenged but are most likely to withstand challenges if
drawn up by a lawyer.

Pre-printed will forms are valid if done properly but are often done
incorrectly.

A will requires the appointment of an executor who will:
o0 Make funeral arrangements
o Pay debts
0 Settle taxes
o Distribute assets

If someone dies without a will they are considered intestate and the court
will appoint an administrator who will:

o Pay bills

0 Settle taxes

o Pay for the funeral

The assets of someone who dies intestate will be distributed to the
surviving spouse or partner. If no spouse or partner then the assets will
go to the nearest relative. No consideration will be given to the

deceased’s wishes.

Manitoba 2007 Housing Income Limits

* single people 18 and over need a separate bedroom

Residential Rehabilitation Assistance Program (RRAP)

Forgivable loans for low-income homeowners to return substandard
homes to minimum health and safety levels.

Market Median Rent

The MMR is published by the federal government and relates to the area, the Housing
Income Limit and the number of bedrooms required by the National Occupancy
Standards.

Residential Rehabilitation Assistance Program For Persons With
